If you are found not to be eligible for Legal Services, you have the right to submit a grievance.  Prior to filing the grievance, you have the right to speak to an attorney if you have not done so.  The attorney will only speak to you on your eligibility and not about your legal problem.  If you are still found not eligible after speaking with an attorney, then you can either write or call the office of Community Legal Aid and request that a grievance form be mailed to you.  The form must be mailed back to the above address within 30 days of the date that it was mailed to you.  In the grievance form you can explain why you believe you are eligible for services.  The Executive Director will mail a response to you within 15 days.
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
